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		I Overview
This is a listing of web sites I have found that present you with information about lodging, campgrounds and parks that welcome dogs.  I have not used, but have visited all of them.  If you test several for the same city, you may find that some hotels/motels appear on one site and not on another. I suggest you use several to be sure you have a complete choice for a particular place.  

Once you have made a choice, you can usually make a reservation directly from the site on which you found it.  If you have any discount options, you can include them as you make the reservation. Be sure to note in the online reservation form that you will have a dog with you and be sure to mention your dog if you use the telephone for the reservation.  That’s the bottom line test for pets-welcome.

DogFriendly.com says:  “About 35% of all U.S. and Canada lodging rooms allow pets of some sort. More of the big hotel chains and more Independents have made an effort not just to allow dogs, but to welcome them with pet packages and amenities. Along with that, some hotels have been charging larger pet fees.”

All Motel 6s (hey, they’re a French company now) accept dogs unless there is a local ordinance preventing it.  I have only found that in Lenexa, Kansas, just outside Kansas City.  Best Western, Super 8, Holiday Inn and other chains have many locations that accept dogs (see the list on page 21).  Often you can find out on their main site by using the search feature and typing in “pets”.  Generally, if you go to the chain’s site for the locality you have in mind, the listing of amenities will say, “pets welcome” or “pets”.  All the sites below are locality-driven, i.e., you select a country/state/province/city/town and the dog-friendly places there appear.  Most of the time, if a big chain place in that locale accepts dogs, it will come up with all the others

If you’re an AAA or CAA member, you can get their TourBook for the state(s)/province(s) you plan to visit and check the lodging listings.  The places that accept dogs will have a little doggie icon below the listing.  If there is an extra charge, the amount will be in the write-up and it will say “fee” below the doggie icon.  AAA also comes out with the Traveling With Your Pet every year. It is a compilation of their pet listings for the US and Canada. It lists pet emergency clinics by state and city and is a handy item to bring along.  It’s available in most of their shops and online:

- Fodor’s Road Guide USA’s “Where to stay with your Pet” has an annual edition that lists about 5200 dog-friendly places.

The chain and AAA listings will sometimes say something like:  “one small/medium dog only”.  Motel 6 says “50 lbs or less”.  This is a decision for the desk clerk and is usually based on their visual estimate.  I have found that, in reality, the number and weight are based on the dog(s) appearance and behavior.  If your dog is a cutie or licks someone else in the lobby, you’re in and I have seen people with two or three Great Danes and Mastiffs in Motel 6s.  BUT if you’ve got a BIG dog that barks incessantly, you may have a problem.  You know your dog and can avoid problems by avoiding places that bring up the size issue.  Once you get into dog travel, you’ll get the hang of this.	

There are many books you can purchase that list dog-friendly lodgings, but I have found that these often recommend rather expensive places and, unless you keep buying the latest editions, they can become out-of-date.  Here are some that the American Kennel Club suggests.  I have never used any of these and would appreciate feedback from anyone who has or does.

HOW TO USE THIS 
If you have this on your PC screen in any newer word processing program, most sites are “clickable” or “live” right from the document if you are logged onto your internet provider (put your cursor over the site and “ctrl/click”). Otherwise, just highlight the site and paste it into your browser.  If you have a paper copy, you’ll have to type out the site’s address.  Check them out for the fun of it.  Try a few places where you have some personal knowledge first. Major web sites tend to be kept-up and when you’re in an establishment’s or chain’s site, you’re as current as can be.  	

WHAT TO EXPECT
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I have been traveling with dogs for more than fifteen years and have had mostly good experiences; e.g. desk clerks coming around to pet your dog, handing you a treat over the counter or calling over coworkers to play with your dog in the main lobby.  Remember, you’re part of a widespread dog culture and you’ll get lots of hotel folks sharing their dog stories and descriptions of their own dogs which always makes you feel comfortable.  But, more than once, although the place supposedly was pet-friendly, I have been greeted with near hostility.  That’s not a fun experience to have when you’re checking in on a very rainy night in Watson Lake, Yukon - believe me!		
				
SUGGESTIONS
Long-time pet travelers develop many habits.  Here are several of mine that I particularly recommend:

-Check-in Check in as early as possible -- preferably before 5 PM-- so that you can get your room choice.  Be a little pushy about this as clerks will try to put you in the “next-up” room on their list.  You really want a ground floor room.  If the place has interior corridors, you should try to be close to an exit which makes your life easier if you need to take a 2 AM walk.  Before you check-in, it’s a good idea to drive around the place and scout out an area for play if your dog is used to that as all Mill Valley Dog Park users are. Try to get a room near a possible play area. Back parking lots can become great instant dog parks in the late afternoon with almost no cars parked or coming in and out.  Don’t be surprised if out of nowhere you are joined by other dog people who were hesitant to be first to use it.  Don’t be afraid to use adjacent fields or the grounds of closed commercial places for play.  They often are the safest if they have fences.  When it comes to play on the road, you have to be very innovative and resourceful.  There are lots of real dog parks these days.  See Dog Parks, page 43, or ask the clerk who may know if there is one nearby.
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-Food/Water While you can easily purchase dog food almost anywhere, I have found that it’s easier to bring enough for your entire planned trip or, at least, the first week.  I pre-measure one or two-day amounts of my dog’s regular kibble into separate zip bags.   That way you don’t have to lug a big container in and out of your vehicle everyday and you can stash the bags in nooks and crannies for efficient space usage.  I do not use wet food and advise against it for travel, but, if you must use it, be ready for daily bowl and utensil cleaning.
 
I always start-out with at least one gallon of home-fresh water in a plastic jug.  I’m a nut about maintaining some feelings of familiarity.  As the jug empties, I top it off with local water so the home taste lasts a few days.  Eventually, we’re weaned off the home stuff and bravely into whatever the local taps provide. Yeah, it’s absolutely OK to do whatever makes sense and is convenient as long as it’s fresh ~ I’m just nutty about this.

If you need to purchase food, almost all markets carry it, but if you use a particular brand, you’ll find a wider selection at the big chain pet outfits that are in just about any city these days.  You can locate them on these sites on their location (locator) tabs:

-Bedding I use 4’ x 5’ throws on my dog’s bed at home and bring the one that he used the night before we travel.  I put it over his car cushion and bring it into the hotel to put wherever he’s going to sleep, including a hotel bed.  During the journey, I wash it whenever I do my own wash.

-Shot/ Medical Records Even when I’m home, I always keep a complete and current printout of my dog’s shot record in the car, but it can be extra useful if you visit a vet while traveling and a necessity if you cross the border.  If your dog needs special medicines, it’s a good idea to keep a written list in addition to a supply adequate for your planned travel time. I know this sounds obvious, but be sure your local vet’s number is in your mobile phone.

-Alert people about your dog! This is one of those common sense things that people don’t think about. Make certain the front-desk and cleaning staff are aware that there is a dog in your room. If you go out and leave your dog behind in a hotel, carry a note somewhere on your person with the name, address and room number of the hotel where your dog is "trapped." The whole business of “leaving Fido in the room” is tricky. Most hotels say “do not do it!” which is a good idea, but in the real world, you may have to.  Don’t do it for any serious length of time until you know how your dog will handle it. Most dogs will quickly adapt to it, especially if your absence is in the evening when they are used to sleeping.  Make your first “test” absences short, or “fictitious”, to evaluate things. If your dog is a “barker”, leaving it may simply not be possible.

III CANADA   
Many of the sites above have Canadian lodging, but these are Canada-specific.  I have never had a problem entering Canada with a dog.  All I ever had to do was show a current rabies certificate.  Likewise returning, except that once they threw away my dog food as I had it in a container and couldn’t prove it had been purchased in the US and was free of Mad Cow. If you’d like to hear more about that unpleasant experience, ask me. 

The general rule is that dogs and cats that are at least three months old need signed and dated certificates from a veterinarian verifying that they have been vaccinated against rabies within the last three years. The certificate must clearly identify the animal. If your dogs or cats are less than three months old, you do not need a certificate of rabies vaccination to enter Canada. Animals must be in good health when they arrive.

Frankly, these days, I would instinctively advise against it, but for various reasons, you may wish to do it and so, I have included some sites that seem to be accurate and useful.  While I do not know any specifics regarding potential diseases, I would advise discussing your plans with your veterinarian.  There may be some diseases prevalent there that are uncommon here for which inoculations may be available or treatments that you can bring with you.  Certainly, as with Canada, you should carry a complete shot record.  The first site listed below says that you must have a health certificate certified no more than 72 hours before entering Mexico, which means that, if driving, you would have to obtain it from a US vet near the border.

One site says: “If you are traveling to Baja California, take plenty of food for the trip as dog food in Baja is not cheap and quality food is hard to find.”

Interestingly, I am aware of two rescued Mexican dogs that regularly visit the Mill Valley Dog Park.

[image: dogplanewindow]“This category needs to be divided into very small pets and medium to large pets. If you have a dog (or a cat) that is very short and light (less than 8 inches tall and less than 15 pounds, you can usually bring in the cabin, however, you are forced to leave the dog  in the carrier under the seat for the entire flight. If your dog, like over 80% of dogs, is too big for these carriers your only option is cargo.  Most dog owners would pay for a seat for their dog; it would be nice to see the airlines recognize the business being left on the table and accommodate them. In our surveys, over 90% of respondents said that if an airline allowed them to buy seats for their dogs they would use this airline for all travel, even business travel without their dog. Despite some claims to the contrary there is no FAA regulation against large dogs in the cabin and an airline is able to allow this should they desire. Until then, dog owners’ only air options are very expensive charters or shared charters.”

--I have rented from Enterprise for years now. I just returned a car to the Courtland Street location and was slapped with a $75 detail fee because I took my dog along. Nowhere on the website nor any of their rental agreement documentation does it state "no pets". The rental clerk notified me of the "no smoking" policy....but never even mentioned the pet policy. The national customer service center didn't seem to think my complaint about this warranted a change on their website, so I'll have to get my $$ back by word-of-mouth warning. 

Hertz (800-654-3131), Alamo (800-GO-ALAMO): Dogs are allowed, there are no scheduled cleaning fees, but individual rental locations policies may vary.	

Dollar (800-800-5252), National (800-CAR RENT) and Thrifty (800-THRIFTY) all want the dogs in a crate at all times they are in the vehicle, or they will charge a cleaning fee. It varies depending on how much clean up. There should be none if they are crated. The extra cleaning fee for Dollar is anywhere from $50 to $100. None of the other rental car companies would specify the potential fee.

 LAKE TAHOE, CALIFORNIA

 (We) went skiing this weekend in Tahoe and we almost always stay at the same place in South Tahoe: The Alder Inn, on Ski Run Blvd. (main access road to Heavenly).This place is great for the dogs ... they even allow you to leave the dog in the room for the day, AND for $12 they will check in on your pet, take it for pee walks in an adjacent "dog run" area, and they are really friendly nice folks.  PR, Mill Valley

GRAND CANYON, ARIZONA		
The Park requires leashes but you’d probably not want to be off-leash here anyway.  It’s fun to walk with your dog along the rim pathways, but from late May until mid-September, you can’t drive the road to Hermit’s Rest and so, can’t bring your dog there.  Frankly, like any very popular attraction, I really think you should avoid the Grand Canyon from the Memorial Day weekend until mid- August (schools now start early) ~ just too many people to really feel comfortable with your dog and it’s often very hot.  At anytime, the trails and view points from Bright Angel eastward all the way along the south rim to the end of the Park are fine.  Even in the off season, there are lots of visitors, many from foreign countries and most are usually quite happy to meet your dog and take pictures of the two of you with the Canyon as a background. I have stayed here three times with dogs.  It’s a very large complex near the entrance to the south rim of the Park near several other big ones.  The IMAX theater is about 200 feet away.  It consists of an older section and a very modern one. Pets are only allowed in the old section.  I recommend that you get a ground floor room (just ask the clerk, few other visitors will know to do this ~ don’t worry, the old rooms have been VERY upgraded) so that you can exercise or play ball with your dog in the large parking lot away from the busy lot in front of the new section where you check-in.  Even in late September, I was happy I made a reservation.  It’s very reasonably priced for the Grand Canyon.  There’s only one other place so close to the Park that allows pets, but it’s more expensive.  FS, Mill Valley

BRYCE CANYON, UTAH	
The Park itself requires leashes, but I have found that in the off season that’s not much of an issue. The parking areas near the designated viewpoints are good for dogs when there are few visitors.  This place booms in the summer, but is all but empty in the winter and, unless it’s raining (snow is a real treat there!), you can enjoy it more.  I’ve been in beautiful sunny weather in late March and loved the solitude. The two places below are right at the entrance to the Park.  FS, Mill Valley

This place is just across the road from and is the overflow place for Ruby’s.  It’s actually a bit better for traveling dogs because it doesn’t have the car traffic of Ruby’s main complex.  It consists of several large buildings surrounding a big grassy area which is great for dogs.  If you’re adventurous, you can walk into the field immediately to the south or up into the woods behind it.  This is a very large wooded area and your dog can vanish into it very quickly as mine did so be advised.

I have never stayed at either of these.  The Other Place was given a full-page review in the SF Chronicle, March 19, 2006.  Apparently it’s a dog ranch resort retreat that actually prefers that you come with a dog.  It consists of three cottages on 550 acres.  Prices range from $175 to $350 depending on the specific cottage and whether it’s mid-week or weekend.  An LA Times review and many pictures are in the web site.  The old Doggie Diner sign from SF is hidden away waiting for you and your dog to find it. The Long Valley Ranch in Ukiah is associated with The Other Place and shares the same web site.  It too is actively pet friendly.

If you, your dog and your significant other need a real get-a-way up the coast, either of these could be the place. 

DuBois, Wyoming
Here is a great place just east of Yellowstone and Grand Teton NPs. It’s on US 26, the road west from Lander, WY.  The views on this road are among the best in North America.  Just before you get to Dubois (westbound), you come to Togwatee summit with mind-blowing, yes, mind-blowing, views of the Tetons.
